While it affects 1 out of 8 women, it only affects 1 out of 1000 men, she
referred to the importance of making early regular examination regardless of any
symptoms, confirming early detection increases the chances and effectiveness of
recovery.

Self breast examination workshop was held for female participants, representative from
CAN Kuwait briefed on the topic and demonstrated the routine examination techniques.
